celebrate the end of our
religious education cycle. We give thanks for another
amazing year of growth in faith, knowledge and love
of God for all of our children, teenagers and adults
who received their sacraments.

The sacramental season fits in beautifully with
our gospel today where Jesus says, “If you love me
you will keep my commandments.” Our sacraments
are about God’s eternal love for us. Yet we too are
called to do our part in this world. God’s love
challenges all of us to look into our hearts and find
where the Holy Spirit is leading us. This is a difficult
thing to do.

Yet the Acts of the Apostles helps us to
understand that we are all called to move out of our
lives that can be small at times, in order to proclaim
Christ in both word and deed. This proclamation
leads us out of our self-concern and worry to a
greater trust in the Holy Spirit that we have received
at baptism and confirmation.

The gospel also reminds us that we can know
God. Jesus tells us “you know him because he
remains with you and will be in you.” As God knows
us now through the life and resurrection of Jesus we
can know God. This takes effort on our part. It is
similar to knowing a career. To have a career takes
study, time, effort and even money. In order to know
God we too are encouraged to put in the time, energy
and effort. Unlike a career we don’t need money to
know God!

Our children, teens and adults who have received
the sacraments over the past month have been to
class, studied, discussed, questioned and even taken
exams in the faith. They have a better idea of who
God is and what God wants of them in their lives.

Peter in the second reading today asks us to be
ready to give an explanation for our hope. We can
only do this if we choose to know God more deeply
throughout our lives. Peter tells us that in giving our
reason for hope we must do it with “gentleness and
reverence.” We are not called to impose Christ on
others. Everyone is invited to follow Jesus but
following him is not for everyone.

Let us love Jesus and “be loved by (the) Father.”
May the sacraments of our church, sacraments of
love and forgiveness, help us to know God and to
show God to all we meet!

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Papa Francisco y el dia ;

Este compromiso en favor de las victimas de la
injusticia y de la violencia no es un patrimonio
exclusivo de la Iglesia Catdlica, sino que es propio
de muchas tradiciones religiosas, para las que «la
compasion y la no violencia son esenciales e indican
el camino de la vida». Lo reafirmo con fuerza:
«Ninguna religion es terrorista». La violencia es una
profanacion del nombre de Dios. No nos cansemos
nunca de repetirlo: «Nunca se puede usar el nombre
de Dios para justificar la violencia. Sélo la paz es
santa. Sélo la paz es santa, no la guerra».

5. Si el origen del que brota la violencia esta en el
corazén de los hombres, entonces es fundamental
recorrer el sendero de la no violencia en primer
lugar en el seno de la familia. Es parte de aquella
alegria que presenté, en marzo pasado, en la
Exhortacion apostdlica Amoris /aetitia, como
conclusion de los dos anos de reflexion de la Iglesia
sobre el matrimonio y la familia.

Por otra parte, una ética
de fraternidad y de coexistencia pacifica entre las
personas y entre los pueblos no puede basarse
sobre la logica del miedo, de la violencia y de la
cerrazon, sino sobre la responsabilidad, el respeto y
el didlogo sincero. En este sentido, hago un
llamamiento a favor del desarme, como también de
la prohibicién y abolicién de las armas nucleares: la
disuasion nuclear y la amenaza cierta de la
destruccion reciproca, no pueden servir de base a
este tipo de ética. Con la misma urgencia suplico
que se detenga la violencia doméstica y los abusos a
mujeres y ninos.
